TO APPLY 
Interested Applicants should submit the following in an ​email​ to Executive Director, Savannah 
Lane at ​savannah@turkheritage.org​ with the subject line ​THO Fellowship Application- Your 
Name 
 
1. Updated Resume 
2. Cover letter detailing the applicants reason for applying and desired area of study in the 
realm of impact to U.S.-Turkey relations (examples include security, economy, technology, 
education, refugees, energy and more).  
3. Short Writing Sample: 2-3 pages in length, from the last five years.  
4. One Essay: (500 words maximum) detailing why the US-Turkey relationship is important and 
what areas of focus you would like to examine within the relationship as a THO Fellow  
5. Contact information for two professional or academic references  
 
 
Application materials must be submitted in English. Incomplete applications will not be 
considered. THO is ​committed​ to providing access to the program for all qualified individuals 
who wish to apply, regardless of disability or need for accommodation to complete this 
application or participate in this program.  
 
After all applications have been reviewed by a panel, applicants selected for the next round will 
be notified by the Executive Director to schedule a telephone interview with THO staff. Not all 
applicants will be selected for an interview, and an interview does not guarantee acceptance 
into the fellowship program.
